Information from Stanley Brooks and a man about 30
who gave his name as Crowford, He said he lived with his
uncle Luther Brooks and that he and Stanley were half-
brothers - the same mother but different fathers, ®e does
not figure in the census, Mrs,R, says she thinks he came
from Manchester, but Crawford said his father and himself
were born in Bull Savannah, Ferhaps they emigrated and he
came back later -« if he is the same,

They said there were 12 persons in the family on 3%
acres of land (in census less than 1 aere),They plant —
tomatoes for the factory, Yams only for own use, Both boys
go fishing, Crowford learned fishing from his uncle (Luther

rooks?) “tanley learmed this trade from Crowford,Crowford
says it is not worth while to work in the factory, They pay
2/6 or 3/= "according to your size and you have to feed

yourself out of it",They derive their income - apart fran

agriculture from fishing, They do not own boats but go as
khzxsexx one of the crew of four (the owner of the boat ine
cluded) Crowford goes every second day: on Mondays, "ednes-
days and Fridays, The boat is in Alligator Pond, He starts
at midnight and comes back at about 9 a,m, Nets are left

for one week or more (?) The catch is divided: i goes to the
owner and the other half divided equally among the 3 of

‘the crew, There are 5 persons who own boats in Bull Sava-

nnah: 2 Roys, Johnson, Powell and,,?, About 14 persons
from Bull Savannah are fishermen, They go either to Alliga=-
tor Pond or Little Pedro, There are about 40 boats in All,
Pond and about 60 in Little Pedro, Last time Crowford
went fishing his share was 3/4, But sometimes he makes £3 -
£4 a week, The fish are bought by a “Syrian Jew from King-
ston, The owner of the beach in All,Pond is Samson, He chape
ges 3d, each time the boat goes fishing, The owner of the
beach in Little Fedro is Eliot Pens (?, Mr, Crawford does
3ot read and could not spell the name), He lives in Ballards
alley, has a shop there which he rents out, He charges
every boat 1/« per month,
