The house ig on "family land" a part of which Mr,
Charles got from his father Simian Rochester the fisher-
man, Charlies's two brothers Nicolas and Joshna live next
40 him ané his sister Birdie Rochester lives dl so in
a nex house which is the "old home, His twe other
brothers James and Panton live a little further - James

in Green Olive,, Panton on “haddock H;ll.

Mrs, Caroline “ochester came to the next house
where I wes talking with her sister-in-law and invited
me to visit her home, "I see you all the tiie going
aceross to my son's house to play with the baby and
you never come see me", She is proud of her son Clas
ton Rochester who is one of the leading younger men in
the community and also one of the richest,

Their house is mmall but very neat, painted blue
and white,Aligsining to it a big catchment with a long
gutter leading to the tank, There is another tank not
