I vislsted this home about noon. The present memnbers
of the household were all in the kitchen. #exx They Jjust have
had thelr breakfast.(midday meal) There was the eldest daughter
Ethel with her two children, her sister Ida (who lives with tle
grandparents, but was with her child there too) Icilda and
gome other children. Also uncle David Sinclair & co.sin Glenrid

The head - Berrigford Slmpson - was away working on
his land in the woods. His two sons Frederlck and Clifford
went with him to help him. The mother Imogene Sinclalir went
also to the woods to carry lunch for them, ]

The midday meal was cooked by Lthel. 2he always cooks
this meal for the family. “he told me that aout the time of
this 7eal all children come to her, often not only those who
belong to her parents' household but her first cousins too. She
feeds all of them. To=-day they had sweet noctatoes.

I asked whether the two boys Frederlck, whose age they

gave as 12, and Clifford (10) could help much their father. In

answer Lthel and Glenrick showed me a vegetable garden behind
the house and an-ther one on the other side of the kitchen.
They were very proud to tell me that both those gardens were
worked exclusively by Frederick. Glenrick Linton told me that
Frederick got this year £12 for his own tomatoes. I asked whe-
ther he worked all alone of them ? Ethel sald "He dlg the holes
he weed them, he pick them ." 3he said nobody he ped him , he
did everything by himself. I dsked what use was made of the
money he earned? The answer was supplied by Glenrlck, who
geemed more au courrant of this matter than the biy's sister
Ethele Glenrick lLinton told that lir. Berrisford Simpson pald
these £ 12 adding 10/- of his own on atcount of 2§ acres of
land in the woodse This land is bought in Frederick's name.
The whole lot of 2. acres cocsts £25 and Berrisford will pay
the remaining half from next year's toiato money which Frede-
rick hopes to make againe. Thls year 1t was the first time in
his l1life Frederick planted tomatoes for himself. Before that &
he uséé to help his father. :

There was n the kitchen a short old man. Ethel told
it was her grand-uncda David Slmpson. I asked whether he lived
too in their household. Rumyxszid Glenrick sald In way of expla
nation why the old man lived with his nephew: "He never narry
never have family.41l 3impson famnlly is his brother’'s Robert .
Daivd Simpson was moving very slowly and was not taking any pak
in the conversation. He was lichting his plpe from the kitchen
fire. It took him at least 10 minutes to do s0O. Ethel saild:
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"He 18 not quite". The old man looked and behaved indeed as
if hls physlcal and mental powers were atrophled by senility.
I asked whether he was much older than his brother “‘obert.
The question was put to him by Glenrick Linton, who asked him
slowly and rising his volce. David sald he was 2 years older
than Robert. Glenrick commented on it pralsing his grandfather
and saylng how strong he was in comparision with his brother
in spite being only two years younger which 1s nothing at this
aCe

There was an atmoshhere of ha  iness aind easiness in
the kitchen vhere 9 chlldren of all ages 5 young people and
one old man were sitting on low benches which were round the
Swo walla. The eldest girl Lthel assumed in a way the role of

"the head of the household in the absence of her parents. She

would say "we" or "I" apeaking of the household as a whole.

I asked about her two grandiothers. ~he sald her
maternal ndrother lived in Spaldings and she has never seen
her. "It s only the one I knew = .irs. 3impson"”.
