At the beginning - 8ays =
all the people from Bottom worked on the road, but
"now it is only 10 of us who work"., The road will be
for the convenience of everybody especially in Bottom
and Tad Town.

His expenditure., He really can't tell how much he
spends for the home and children. All the food he pro-
dugces goes for the home use. e conplained he spend a
lot -« about £ 20 he salid - on osplital and doctors.
Everybody in Sottom sald they had a blg expenditure on
that item. Lgpecially last year there was an epldemics
of typhold fever and a lect of people and chlldren were
taken to the Black River Hospital.The hospital is free
but the transportation to Black River costs over £ 2
and all the little extiras make a blig sum.
